PUBLIC ATTENDANCE AT SCHOOL EVENTS
The Board welcomes the attendance of members of the community to public events held by the school.  The Board also acknowledges its duty to maintain order and preserve the facilities of Sigsbee during the conduct of such events.

Sigsbee Charter School (hereafter SCS) holds the legal authority to bar the attendance of or remove any person whose conduct may constitute a disruption at a school event. The Principal/Administrator has the authority to call law enforcement officials if a person violates posted regulations or does not leave school property when requested. They are also authorized to use detectors and other devices to better ensure the safety and well-being of participants and visitors.

The Board directs that no alcoholic beverage or other controlled substance be possessed, consumed, or distributed at any function occurring on SCS premises. 

If a student or adult is asked to leave or is removed from a school event, no admission fees shall be refunded.

Certified guide dogs used by persons requiring this type of assistance shall be permitted in all SCS facilities and at all school events.
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FUND-RAISING Organizations, generally 
The Sigsbee Board of Directors appreciates the efforts of all organizations whose objectives are to enhance the educational experience of its students, to help meet educational needs of students and provide extra educational benefits not provided for, at the time, by the Board.

Each SCS support organization shall work within the appropriate school setting and in cooperation with the Principal/Administrator and other staff members and shall abide by the policies of the Board.

The Board may require each such group to purchase liability insurance in an amount not less than stipulated in statute to protect the entity against claims resulting from damage or injury resulting from any act or omission of any school support entity.

The Board shall develop and update as needed any administrative procedures necessary so that each group’s fundraising activities are in compliance with Board policies and that the funds are used for school-related projects that have the approval of the principal, and that all fundraising is coordinated through the office of the Principal/Administrator.

Each support group will submit its bylaws to the principal for review and approval.  The Board expects each group to have language that prohibits expenditures from their funds to other not-for-profit organizations that are not affiliated with SCS, unless those funds were collected expressly for that purpose.

Each volunteer who works directly with children shall be screened in accordance with the Policies of the Monroe County School District and SCS.

School Support Organizations may request a separate and distinct internal account be established at the school.  The group’s finances shall then be managed through this account.  This account shall be managed in accordance with sound and globally accepted accounting practices and with the oversight and approval of the Principal and the Board.

School support organizations that choose to manage their own finances shall be required to submit a financial report either quarterly or upon a schedule set by the Principal. A copy of the bank statement with either pictures of checks or listing of checks written and the payee’s name must be included for the period of each organization’s financial report.
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FUND-RAISING ON SCHOOL PROPERTY
The Board acknowledges that the solicitation of funds from students by students must be limited since compulsory attendance laws make the student a captive donor and since such solicitation may disrupt the program of the schools.

For purposes of this policy "student fund-raising" shall include student solicitation and collection of money for any purpose including collection of money in exchange for tickets, papers, or any other goods or services.

The Board will permit student fund-raising in school, on school property, or at any school-sponsored event only when the profit there-from is to be used for school purposes or for an activity connected with the school.

Student fund-raising by approved school organizations, those whose funds are managed by the school, may be permitted in school by the principal. Student fund-raising by approved school organizations off school grounds may be permitted under the administrative procedures of the Board of Directors.

Fund raising by students on behalf of school-related organizations whose funds are not managed by the SCS may be permitted on school grounds in accordance with the Board’s administrative procedures.

These administrative procedures should:

A. Specify the times and places in which funds may be collected;

B. Describe the permitted methods of solicitation which do not place undue pressure on students;

C. Limit the kind and amount of advertising for solicitation.

Advisors for approved school organizations shall not accept any form of compensation from vendors that might influence their selection on a vendor that will provide a fund-raising activity or a product that will be sold as a fund-raiser. Furthermore, advisors for approved school organizations shall not accept any compensation from a vendor after a decision has been made regarding a fundraising activity or a product that will be sold as a fund-raiser. In addition, advisors for approved school organizations who make the selection of a vendor that will provide a fund-raising activity or a product that will be sold as a fund-raiser shall not enter into a contractual arrangement whereby an advisor receives compensation in any form from the vendor that provides a fund-raising activity or a product that will be sold as a fund-raiser.

Such compensation includes, but is not limited to, cash, checks, stocks, or any other form of securities, and gifts such as televisions, microwave ovens, computers, discount certificates, travel vouchers, tickets, passes, and other such things of value. In the event that an advisor of an approved school organization receives such compensation, albeit unsolicited, from a vendor, the individual shall notify the Fiscal Officer, in writing, that he received such compensation and shall thereafter properly transmit said compensation to the Principal/Administrator at his earliest opportunity.

The Principal shall distribute this policy and the procedures which implement it to each student organization granted permission to solicit funds.
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FUNDRAISING OFF SCHOOL PROPERTY

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines for appropriate and inappropriate forms of fundraising that occur off SCS property.
All fundraising activities that are organized, promoted by or from which benefits accrue to SCS by its own employees or any SCS related fundraising organization, shall obtain prior approval of the Board.

In all cases and situations that may arise, SCS shall defer to the laws of the State of Florida.

School funds, including the funds of SCS support organizations shall not be used to purchase alcohol for consumption at off-school site events.  However, such off-site events and fundraisers may provide both food and/or alcoholic beverages if they are provided by properly licensed third party providers or caterers.  Copies of vendor licenses must be made available to SCS prior to the event.  SCS shall also request to be “also named” on the vendor/caterers insurance for the event.
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Fundraising – Types

The Sigsbee Board of Directors understands and appreciates the efforts of all organizations whose objectives are to enhance the educational experience of its students. 

All fundraising activities must be approved by the Principal, and in the event that the fundraising activity includes alcohol, is off-site or requires third party vendors or organizations to participate, including the public, the Board shall also give prior approval for the event.

For purposes of this policy "fund-raising" shall include student solicitation and collection of money for any purpose including collection of money in exchange for tickets, papers, or any other goods or services.

All fundraisers, including food sales, raffles, silent auctions, etc., shall be conducted in accordance with all current SCS fiscal policies as well as globally accepted accounting practices and with the oversight and approval of the Principal. Copies of bank statements and receipts must be made available to the principal and/or Board upon request. 
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
